Go to la Base de loisivs, the leisure
base by the lake, where many
activities are offered, cross le Parc
Barre-Saint, a public garden full of
flowers and pass by the Lycee des &
Andaines, an ancient Seminary.

In the Place du General De Gaulle
you can see the cross
commemorating the Passion of
Christ, sculpted by Marcel Pierre,
and one of the three “tax centres”,
(octrois), of the town.

Take la ruelle du Vallon
(lane of the small valley)
= which overlooks the
gardens, join the rue de
la Teinture (dyeing) and
the brook of Douet de

. Vvillage de la Chambrette
which has a lovely view

over the town.

Skirt the cemetery in which you can see the
tombs sculpted by Marcel Pierve, cross the
railway lines and leave the centre by the lane
Toussaint -Louverture

(free sheet)

Set off down the lane which leads to the Moulin-
Robert, opposite the workers gardens,
remembering to close the gate!

Rejoin the villages de la Roussiniere, then Fay-
Haut (a pretty view of the town again), and
possibly return towards the town centre,

variant 1.

Pass beneath the small bridge of the old train
lines before arriving ;-

at the village of
Grand Ridrel.
There are several
lanes which lead to
Fimbrune, where
you can see the
location of the old
Tissage Renut.

The route then goes down to the Plan d’Eau
